Instruction Tool
1. Was Medical notified of the inmate being released with a need for medication? This would be indicated in documentation on progress notes, release planning form, etc.  

2. Was the inmate given medication on release – per documentation? This can be a check box on a release planning form, documentation in the progress notes, or may be located on a checklist on a Release Form (Note: may be located with Classifications/Release folder or in the medical chart.)

3. If the inmate was transferred to another facility, was a transfer sheet sent with the inmate? This might be identified in the medical chart in a Progress Note, a Transfer Sheet located in the inmate’s medical record, or a notation on a log.  It is important to identify if and how this may occur, to discover barriers and challenges to release planning.
4. Was the Transfer Sheet accurate and complete? The sheet should include important information that is correlated with chart documentation.  Information includes medications (including dosages, recommended Start and Stop dates), TST information (documented in millimeters), chest x-ray and laboratory information, (including copies if available), and any other information, such as other medical conditions.  This information is important to identify continuity of care issues. 

5. Was the chart available when completing the transfer sheet? This will be identified by noting whether the information on the transfer sheet matches the chart documentation. 

6. Was the receiving facility/health department notified prior to release of the inmate on TB medications? This would be documented on the progress or clinic notes, and can also be identified from the HD record as well. It is recommended that all facilities send information regarding TB/LTBI to the health department for continuity of care.  

7. Was the receiving facility contacted after the inmate was released? This would be documented on the progress or clinic notes, and can also be identified from the HD record if applicable. Information is important for identifying need for release planning.

8. If the inmate was transferred without notification, indicate the reason:  The following information will be important when identifying continuity of care issues.  
a. Did notification occur prior to release/transfer? Documentation may be in the progress notes, or on a release planning form. May be available by peer review.

b. Was Medical able to contact the receiving facility/person? Documentation may be in the progress notes, or on a release planning form. May be available by peer review.

c. Were personnel available to notify the receiving facility? This will be difficult to identify, although it may be a note in the Progress Notes, or identified by lack of documentation on a Transfer Sheet or Release Planning form. Some facilities have logs that security maintains when they contact medical, and information may be located on that log. You may also find this information anecdotally from peer review.
d. Was there enough time for notification to occur prior to release/transfer? This will be difficult to identify, although it may be identified by lack of documentation on a Transfer Sheet or Release Planning form. Some facilities have logs that security maintains when they contact medical, and the information may be located on that log. You may also have this information anecdotally from peer review. 
e. Was there another reason? If none of the above is identified, this box should be checked.  Document (if reason known) in the Comment Section.  This will be important when identifying if a focus study is needed for continuity of care. 
9. Did the inmate refuse to accept medication (per documentation) upon release?
In many facilities a form for release of medications is available, or it has become a part of the release checklist (located with facility [not medical] chart). This information may be located on a checklist, in the progress notes, or on a release planning form. 
10. Was medical notified > 24 hours after the inmate was released? There may be some indication on the chart, generally in the progress note, release planning form or release checklist of this information. Identification of this important indicator will assist communication between medical and custody staff, and through collaborative efforts, may aid the development of formal release planning protocols.
